     Recommendations

1. The Faculty Senate urges President McPhee to publicly restate the high priority he places upon growth in student and faculty participation in Study Abroad to the University Staff and Community, to assure their energetic support of these goals.

2. The Faculty Senate encourages the University Administration to more fully integrate Study Abroad into the University’s year-round mission and goals by:

• Giving the Study Abroad Department a permanent, 

   highly visible base of operations on campus.

• Making the International Education and Exchange

Committee (IEEC) a University Standing Committee      rather than a Special Purpose Committee.

• Reinstating a foreign language requirement or option in

   MTSU’s General Education curriculum.

3. The Faculty Senate urges MTSU to return to a policy of paying summer salary equivalent to a three hour course in the Home Department for all MTSU faculty teaching Study Abroad courses.

4. The Faculty Senate urges MTSU to establish a bridge loan program to provide timely financial support for students wanting to participate in Study Abroad.

5. The Faculty Senate supports promoting and lobbying for the creation of a once per student career supplement to HOPE scholarship students, eligible beyond the first year, to help underwrite a Study Abroad experience. We endorse making contact with MTSU’s President, our local legislative delegation, and/or the Governor, to achieve this end.
