and the first Doctor of Education degrees on August 6, 2076.
There have been 392 Doctor of Arts degrees, 2,242 Specialist in Education degrees,
534 Doctor of Philosophy degrees, and 51 Doctor of Education degrees awarded.

Mr. Robert Gordon
2021-22 Faculty Senate President
Associate Professor, Department of Media Arts

Robert Gordon, associate professor in the College of Media and Entertainment, earned
his B.FA. in Broadcasting and M.B.A. in Marketing from the University of Cincinnati.

He has taught multi-camera television production at MTSU for 15 years. He also has
been a national television producer for over 40 years, producing a wide range of
entertainment programming for Cinemax, PBS, CMT, TNN, GMC, The Family Channel,
syndication, and Time Warner.

At MTSU, Gordon teaches live-event television production, including sporting events,

concerts and music festivals, and awards shows. His students produce live sporting

events for ESPN+ and for broadcast—30 games last year alone. They have also

produced TV concerts for Bonnaroo, the Nashville Symphony, Capitol Records, and
professional acts at the Franklin Theater. In December, his students produced a live-streamed concert special with the
University of Salford in Manchester, England. Gordon and his students have received several international awards for
their productions.

At Bonnaroo in June, Gordon'’s class, along with a RIM audio class, produced 21 live music performances for video over
four days. Eleven of those performances were seen on the Hulu Channel.

Gordon is the program coordinator for the Video and Film Live Production degree program; faculty advisor for the student-
produced television station, MT10; and executive producer for the student-staffed television production company, Media
Arts Productions. He also served as the MTSU Faculty Senate president for 2021-22.

Gordon produces and directs the WNPT interview/performance television series The Songwriters for the Nashville
Songwriters Hall of Fame and MTSU. This series, hosted by former College of Media and Entertainment Dean Ken Paulson,
is currently seen on Channel 8 and on more than 120 PBS stations across the country. This is the first MTSU-based television
series produced for PBS stations.

During his time at MTSU, Gordon has independently produced the 47st Annual Gospel Music Association Dove Awards for
the GMC cable network, the Chonda Pierce Stayin” Alive . . . Laughing! comedy DVD, a concert special for Richard
Thompson, three modern dance videos for the professional dance company New Dialect, and a series of 4K, 360-degree
music videos for multi-Grammy winner Mark O’Connor.

Prior to coming to MTSU, Gordon produced The Chieftains: Down the Old Plank Road multiple-artist special for RCA
Records and PBS, an Alabama Christmas special for TNN, six America’s Christian Music Awards specials, three Barbara
Mandrell specials, and a Chet Atkins music special for Cinemax, which included Willie Nelson, Waylon Jennings, The Everly
Brothers, Emmylou Harris, Michael McDonald, and Mark Knopfler from Dire Straits. Gordon also has produced hidden-
camera celebrity practical-joke specials, documentaries, and more.

Gordon has taught as an exchange faculty at the University of Salford MediaCityUK campus in Manchester, England, and
guest lectures at the University of Cincinnati. He was selected as a Fulbright Award alternate by the Council for International
Exchange of Scholars to teach at the Baltic Film, Media, and Arts School at Tallinn University in Tallinn, Estonia.

Currently, Gordon is developing a 4K, 360-degree video of Sonus, a Nashville a cappella vocal chorus, and a performance
special with The Smoking Section, a Nashville 15-piece pop/funk band made up of A-list session players. He is also writing a
textbook about network and international live-event television directors for Focal Press/Routledge/Taylor & Francis.



Mace and Ghain of Office

Originally a medieval knight’s weapon, the mace evolved into
a symbol of royal scepters in various crown jewel collections.
Large versions of the scepter have come to represent the
power and authority of institutions such as our University. The
mace measures 50 inches in length and is made of Tennessee
cherry wood embellished with sterling silver and lapis lazuli.
The Tennessee state flower, the iris, denotes the public the
University serves who, by their loyalty, give it strength and
power. The leaves form a crown to symbolize the ennobling
achievements of our graduates. Tennessee freshwater pearls,
the official state gem, suggest the inestimable value of
inquiring minds. The streamer on the wooden shaft carries the
names by which the University has been known since its
founding. The finial at the base of the mace is a stylized nut,
representing the seed from which springs the mighty tree of
those committed to lifelong learning.

The chain of office worn by the president is made of sterling
silver. The lapis lazuli gems, mounted on scroll shapes,
represent the colleges within the University. The knotted
components depict the interdependence of knowledge and
the various academic programs of MTSU. The lapis lazuli
and sterling represent the University colors of blue and
white. The Great Seal of the State of Tennessee embellishes
the medallion suspended from the chain, representing the
University as part of the Tennessee higher education system.

These unique emblems of authority were designed and
crafted by Professor Klaus Kallenberger, formerly of the Art
Department. The mace and chain of office are a generous
gift to the University from the MTSU Foundation.

MACE BEARER

Charles “Odie” Blackmon earned his B.S. in Recording
Industry Management from Middle Tennessee State
University and his M.L.A.S. from Vanderbilt University with
Creative Writing, Creative Arts, History, and Humanities
Teaching and Learning certifications. Blackmon was named
Billboard’s No. 1 Hot Country Songwriter in 2005 and
lauded for his Grammy-nominated, Country Music
Association Single of the Year “I May Hate Myself in the
Morning.”

His songs have been recorded and performed by artists
such as Lee Ann Womack, John Legend, and Martina
McBride and include No. 1 hit singles by Gary Allan and
George Strait, resulting in over 31 million units in combined
sales across multiple genres. While maintaining his presence
on Music Row as a writer, producer, and publisher,
Blackmon has also worked as a talent consultant for
television shows American Idol and America’s Got Talent.

At MTSU, he is an associate professor in the Department of
Recording Industry. In addition to teaching, Blackmon is
coordinator of the department’s Commercial Songwriting
concentration and has raised more than $70,000 to support
the program’s growth. He was awarded the Outstanding
Faculty Award from MTSU'’s Experiential Learning Scholars
Program in 2016, the Distinguished Creative Activity Award
from the MTSU Foundation in 2017, the Experiential
Education Rising Leader Award from the National Society of
Experiential Education in 2018, the True Blue Citation of
Distinction for Achievement in Education from the MTSU
Alumni Association in 2020, and the Outstanding Teaching
Award from the MTSU Foundation in 2021. He has served
on the boards of the Music and Entertainment Industry
Educators Association and the Association for Popular Music
Education, and on the Library of Congress/U.S. Copyright
Office’s Mechanical Licensing Collective.



The black gowns and colorful hoods traditionally worn in
Middle Tennessee State University Commencement
ceremonies have their origins in the Middle Ages.

A 1321 statute in England required that all “Doctors,
Licentiates, and Bachelors” wear gowns. In the second half
of the 14th century, the statutes of certain colleges forbade
“excess in apparel” and prescribed the wearing of a long
gown. Scholars were often clerics as well, and they
adopted costumes similar to those of monastic orders.
While the special attire covered rank or social status, thus
lending a uniform look to ceremonies, it also served
another purpose: warmth in drafty, unheated buildings.

As the universities began to pass from the control of
the church, colors often were added to the somber
robes and hoods, eventually signifying the degrees
and specializations.

The cut of the gown, which is usually black, also varies
with the degree held—pointed sleeves for the bachelor’s
degree; long, closed sleeves with a slit in the arm for the
master’s degree; and round, open sleeves for the doctoral
degree. While the bachelor’s and master’s gowns have no
ornamentation, the doctoral gown is faced down the front
with velvet with three velvet bars across the sleeves.

At Middle Tennessee, hoods are worn by holders of the
master’s and doctoral degrees, with the latter being longer.
Hoods are lined with the official colors of the universities
that conferred the degrees; thus, holders of degrees from
MTSU wear hoods lined in blue and white. The velvet
edging on the hood, and often the velvet edging on the
gown, represents the wearer’s major academic field.
Further, the velvet bars on the sleeves may be either black
or the same color as the discipline color of the hood.
Colors associated with various subjects follow:

Agriculture - Maize
Arts, Letters, Humanities - White
Commerce, Accountancy, Business - Drab
Criminal Justice - Midnight Blue
Economics - Copper
Education - Light Blue
Fine Arts - Brown
Home Economics - Maroon
Journalism - Crimson
Law - Purple
Library Science - Lemon
Music - Pink
Nursing - Apricot
Oratory (Speech) - Silver Gray
Philosophy - Dark Blue

Physical Education - Sage Green
Public Health - Salmon
Science - Gold
Social Work - Citron

The black cap, either a mortarboard or a tam, is customarily
worn. There is no general rule for the position of the tassel.
In practice at Middle Tennessee State University, the tassel is
worn on the right. It may be shifted to the left after the
degree is awarded. Men may remove their caps during the
prayer, the playing of the alma mater, and the
commencement address.

Undergraduate Latin honor graduates are distinguished by
the stoles added to their gowns based upon the inclusive
GPA: gold for those graduating summa cum laude, 3.90 to
4.0; silver for magna cum laude, 3.75 to 3.89; and white for
cum laude, 3.50 to 3.74.

Graduating from the University Honors College is

an additional merit awarded to students who have
completed the Honors program, defended a thesis, and
have a cumulative grade point average of 3.25 or higher.
Graduates of the University Honors College who have
completed at least 29 hours with a 3.25 average in the
Honors program will receive blue and white cords. Those
who have maintained a minimum average of 3.65 in the
Honors program are graduating the University Honors
College with distinction.

Since 1993, graduates of the University Honors College
have received the official Honors medallion in recognition
of their final thesis defense and completion of special
requirements of the college. The medallion is a replica of
the official seal of the University Honors College and depicts
a lighted torch, three lonic columns, and a lightning bolt.
Respectively, these symbolize the search for truth and
knowledge, the stability and unwavering commitment to
pursuing knowledge, and the flash of enlightenment or
creative energy.

Some academic honor societies and programs may provide
cords, ribbons, medallions, or lapel pins designating the
achievement and involvement of their members.

Military veteran students are distinguished by specially
designed red stoles in recognition of their admirable service
to their country.

Experiential Learning Scholars are distinguished by blue,
silver, and white cords. These scholars completed EXL-
designated hands-on learning courses, an off-campus service
activity, an on-campus service activity, and a portfolio of
reflections on their EXL activities. The EXL program provides



students with opportunities for hands-on experience, valuable
networking, and an opportunity to explore career paths
through real-world experience.

MT Engage Scholars are distinguished by royal blue, white,
and gold cords. These students completed MT Engage-
designated courses that promote active learning and
integrated their learning by reflecting on connections across
disciplines and between their academic and cocurricular
experiences. MT Engage students showcased their
integrative learning in an ePortfolio that documented their
community and campus involvement as well as the
academic knowledge and skills they gained during their
time at MTSU.

International students may wear colorful sashes that
represent their country of origin. Each sash symbolizes,
in color and design, their country’s flag.

Undergraduate Research students graduating with
Distinction are wearing a dark blue, light blue, and white
cord. These students graduating with Scholar Distinction
are also wearing a medallion to recognize their completion
of a research or creative project, its dissemination to the
MTSU campus and/or a nationally recognized conference,
and their engagement in promoting undergraduate
research to the campus.

Most American colleges and universities have adopted a
uniform code. However, at any academic gathering,
regalia often are worn that are not described by these
guidelines. Some of these may be from foreign universities,
with others from American institutions that have preferred
to remain with the European tradition of allowing each
school to determine its own regalia. Silver medallions worn
by faculty denote 15 years of service, and gold medallions
represent 25 years.

The banners carried and displayed at Commencement
represent the University; its nine colleges (Basic and Applied
Sciences, Behavioral and Health Sciences, Business,
Education, Liberal Arts, Media and Entertainment, Graduate
Studies, University College, and University Honors); Walker
Library; and the Faculty Senate. Art Professor Janet Higgins,
her student Kristi Baughman, and Darrell Callis Burks,
designer in Creative Marketing Solutions and 2000 B.FA.
graduate, designed and executed the banners. The colors in
each banner represent disciplines within the colleges. The
University seal appears in the center of each banner,
symbolizing that the whole is greater than any of

its parts.

BANNER CARRIERS

College of Basic and Applied Sciences

Dr. Mark “Nate” Callender joined the Aerospace
Department at Middle Tennessee State University in 2005.
He earned an M.S. in Aviation Systems and a Ph.D. in
Engineering Science from the University of Tennessee

Space Institute. He coordinates and teaches courses in

the Aerospace Technology concentration; supervises the
Aerospace Technology laboratory; mentors undergraduate
and graduate researchers (Aerospace Technology seniors,
URECA Scholars, Honors students, and master’s students);
chairs departmental and University committees; is a member
of the EXL, Honors, and graduate faculty; and is an associate
chair of the Aerospace Department. He specializes in low
Reynolds number aerodynamics, propeller/rotor noise
reduction, and fixed-wing flight testing. Callender has

incorporated glider design competitions, flight testing
(simulated and actual), and wind tunnel usage (actual
and virtual) into AERO 1020, 3440, and 4440. He also
has used a robot in the classroom for recording lectures
that he provides to students upon request. Approximately
900 lectures have been recorded to date.

Callender was recognized for Outstanding EXL
Collaborations, for being an influential faculty member,
and as a professor who makes a difference. He has
received the College of Basic and Applied Sciences
Excellence in Teaching Award and the LEGACY student
club’s Most Challenging Class Award. He was awarded
MTSU'’s Outstanding Teacher Award in 2016 and the
University’s Outstanding Honors Faculty Award in 2018.

In his spare time, Callender speaks to church, school,

and University audiences, teaches adult Bible classes, and
mentors young men (6th—10th grade small groups). He
shares life with his wife, Sarah. They have three children:
Elijah, lan, and Elizabeth.

College of Behavioral and Health Sciences

Dr. Yvonne Creighton is an assistant professor in the
School of Nursing. She is an MTSU alumna, having
received her Bachelor of Science in Nursing in 2008.

She completed a Master of Science in Nursing at Austin
Peay State University and Doctor of Nursing Practice at
Maryville University of St. Louis and holds certifications as
a Family Nurse Practitioner and Psychiatric Mental Health
Nurse Practitioner (PMHNP).
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Her research focuses on expanding clinical use of an
evidence-based approach to early intervention known
as SBIRT—Screening, Brief Intervention, and Referral
to Treatment—to help reduce the consequences of
problematic substance use.

Creighton was hired at MTSU in 2014 to teach clinicals in
the undergraduate nursing program and accepted a tenure
track position upon completing of her doctorate in 2021.
She developed the graduate Nursing program’s PMHNP
track, which began admitting students in fall 2020, and
currently teaches Mental Health Nursing to undergraduate
and graduate nursing students. Creighton is a member of
Sigma Theta Tau Nursing Honor Society and created a
Pecha Kucha presentation on Motivational Interviewing

as Pedagogy in Higher Education for Sigma’s International
Congress in July 2022.

Jennings A. Jones College of Business

Dr. Melodie Phillips is an associate professor in the
Department of Marketing. She holds a Ph.D. in Marketing
from Louisiana State University, an M.B.A. from the
University of Miami, and a B.A. in Marketing from the
University of South Florida. Her areas of specialty are
entertainment marketing and integrated marketing
communications. Phillips has published in the Journal of
Services Marketing, Great Ideas in Marketing, Ethics and
Critical Thinking, Global Education, Business Journal for
Entrepreneurs, the proceedings of the Association for
Consumer Research, and more. She currently teaches
primarily in MTSU’s M.B.A. program while continuing to
offer her entertainment marketing courses.

Phillips and her husband own a regional prosthetics and
orthotics company with offices in middle and east
Tennessee. They are parents to 12-year-old identical twin
girls, and they are active in AKC dog showing. They have
had several top 10 Saint Bernards and currently show Saint
Bernards and Bouvier des Flandres. Phillips has judged
puppy and veteran sweepstakes for the Southern Oregon
Saint Bernard Club, NorCal Saint Bernard Cluster, the Heart
of America Saint Bernard Club, and more.

College of Education

Dr. Eric Oslund, an associate professor and interim chair

in the Department of Elementary and Special Education,

is a core faculty member in the Ph.D. in Literacy Studies
program. Oslund completed his B.S. at California Polytechnic
State University and his M.A. in School Psychology from
West Texas A&M. He received his Ph.D. in Educational
Psychology with an Advanced Research Methodology
certificate from Texas A&M University.

Oslund teaches graduate courses in Statistics and Assessment
and has chaired or been a committee member on numerous
doctoral dissertations for the Ph.D. in Literacy Studies and in
Mathematics and Science Education, as well as theses in
Psychology programs. His research interests include using
advanced applied statistical techniques to better understand
the complex theoretical models of reading, evaluate the
effectiveness of reading interventions, and examine data-
based decision-making and educational assessment.

Oslund has collaborated on interdisciplinary grants and
received over $1 million in intramural and extramural
funding. He has won national and international awards for
his research and is a board member for the Mid-South
Educational Research Association.

Faculty Senate

Dr. Stephen Salter, a professor of Accounting, is president
of the Faculty Senate. Before joining MTSU, Salter was a
professor of Accounting and Endowed Chair for Western
Hemispheric Trade at the University of Texas at El Paso.
Salter has held appointments at the University of Cincinnati
and Texas A&M University. He has taught various courses,
primarily in management accounting and international
accounting, at all levels. Through the Fulbright Specialist
Program, Salter has taught in Chile and Uruguay. He
recently taught in the M.B.A. program at UniAndes in
Bogotd, Colombia.

Salter has a Ph.D. in Accounting and International Business
from the Moore School of Business at the University

of South Carolina. He has published over 50 peer-
reviewed articles, including publications in the Journal of
International Business Studies (a Financial Times Top 50
journal), Behavioral Research in Accounting, the Journal of
Information Systems, the Journal of International Accounting
and Research, and the International Journal of Accounting.
Google Scholar ranks his record among the top 125 scholars
globally, in both accounting and international business.

Before entering academia, Salter was a partner at Danny
Montano & Company, an affiliate of Ernst & Young. He
previously worked for Canada’s Bank of Montreal in Asia.
Salter was born in Canada and grew up in Trinidad in the
West Indies, where his mother’s family has lived for over
200 years.

College of Graduate Studies

Dr. Marie Patterson, director of the new Master of
Science in Physician Assistant Studies program, earned her
Master of Science in Medicine from Trevecca Nazarene
University and her Doctor of Health Science from Nova
Southeastern University. A physician assistant (PA) for 18
years, she has clinical experience in emergency medicine,
occupational medicine, urgent care, and primary care.



Ten years of her clinical practice was in the MTSU Student
Health Clinic. Patterson earned her doctorate with the
intention of one day teaching in a physician assistant
program. She has been in PA education for over five years

as a faculty member, admissions director, and now as

the inaugural program director at MTSU. While working

as an assistant professor, Patterson was appointed to the
Committee on Physician Assistants by the governor of
Tennessee. She served for two years before the committee
transitioned into an independent Board on Physician
Assistants, with Patterson as its first chair. She is currently vice
president for the Tennessee Academy of Physician Assistants
and has been elected to represent Tennessee in the House of
Delegates for the national PA organization in 2023.

Patterson is from Murfreesboro, where she resides with her
husband of 20 years and their eight children. She enjoys
spending time with her family, teaching the next generation
of PAs, and advocating for the PA profession.

College of Liberal Arts

Dr. Jenna Gray-Hildenbrand joined the Department of
Philosophy and Religious Studies in fall 2012 as an assistant
professor of Religious Studies and as a member of the
Women'’s and Gender Studies faculty. She earned a B.A.
degree in both Religion and Women'’s Studies from Western
Michigan University, an M.A. in Religious Studies from the
University of Colorado Boulder, and a Ph.D. in Religious
Studies from the University of California, Santa Barbara. Gray-
Hildenbrand'’s research focuses on religion and law in the
United States, with a specialization in the criminalization of
religious practice. When she is not in the classroom, you may
find her doing ethnographic research in the mountains

of Appalachia in small Christian churches that practice
serpent-handling.

Upon arriving at MTSU, Gray-Hildenbrand began developing
the Religious Studies program with the goal to provide
students with a religious literacy that is invaluable in our
diverse society. To that end, she created a general education
course, RS 2030 Religion and Society, which utilizes both
in-class activities and site visits to local religious communities
to provide MTSU students with firsthand experience of the
religious diversity in middle Tennessee. This religious literacy
helps students to better serve their future patients, students,
clients, coworkers, and neighbors. Together with Dr. Rebekka
King, Gray-Hildenbrand created the B.A. and B.S. programs
in Religious Studies. Gray-Hildenbrand directs student theses,
independent studies, URECA research projects, and Scholars
Week presentations. In 2017, she won the MTSU Experiential
Teaching Outstanding Faculty Award. In 2020, she won an
Outstanding Teaching Award. Graduating seniors consistently
recognize Cray-Hildenbrand as a faculty member who makes
a real difference.

In addition to conference presentations and publications,
Gray-Hildenbrand has earned two multiyear, external

collaborative grants in support of teaching advancements.
The first $30,000 grant, “Building Bridges Across New,
Multidisciplinary Religious Studies Programs in the South”
(2016-18), aimed to share intellectual resources among
three new Religious Studies programs (Clemson, University
of North Florida, and MTSU). The second $30,000 grant,
“Under Pressure: Teaching Critical Religious Studies” (2019—
21), created a learning community of 12 undergraduate
professors from different institutions seeking to address
student needs by bringing disciplinary critiques in Religious
Studies and the scholarship of teaching and learning into
dialogue. Through these grants, Gray-Hildenbrand and her
collaborators developed teaching techniques that resonated
with our students, reflected the disciplinary critiques of their
field, and accorded with evidence-based research on teaching
and learning. The results of this research will be published

in Teaching Critical Religious Studies: Pedagogy and Critique
in the Classroom (New York: Bloomsbury Publishing), in
September 2022.
