Benefits of creating infographic for 
student learning

 Critical thinking skills

 Creativity (UDL, active learning, authentic)

 Long-term retention

 Synthesis and application of information

 Enhances communication (written and potentially verbal)

 Acquire a new skill set – in the workforce, how often do 
we take tests or write a research paper?

 Formative and Summative assessment opportunities

 Learning occurs often when we are in the ZPD (Zone of Proximal 
Development), where we have to struggle a little to get to there.

 If the response to a question can be answered with a “Yes or No“ or a “Right or 
Wrong”, it appears you are valuing the answer over the depth of application of 
knowledge. ABSOLUTELY there are concepts where those types of answers are 
needed and can be important, but are they all “yes/no”, “right/wrong”?
