advisor and by the dean of the College of Graduate Studies.
Undergraduate students wanting to take graduate courses
must complete the Application for MTSU Undergraduate
Students to Take Graduate Work which is available through
the College of Graduate Studies. With the exception of
students enrolled in an approved Accelerated
Bachelor’s/Master’s (ABM) program, graduate coursework
may not be used to meet the requirements for an
undergraduate degree.

NOTE: The Jennings A. Jones College of Business does not
allow undergraduate students to take graduate courses
unless they are enrolled in an approved Accelerated
Bachelor’s/Master’s (ABM) program.

Proposed: Seniors at MTSU with 90 semester hours of credit
may be allowed to take up to 12 semester hours of graduate
coursework. Approval is required by the department chair
and by the dean of the College of Graduate Studies.
Undergraduate students wanting to take graduate courses
must complete the Application for MTSU Undergraduate
Students to Take Graduate Work, which is available through
the College of Graduate Studies.

NOTE: The Jennings A. Jones College of Business does not
allow undergraduate students to take graduate courses
unless they are enrolled in an approved Accelerated
Bachelor’s/Master’s (ABM) program.

Discussion: The proposal needs to be clarified further regarding the approval process. An explicit approval from an undergraduate participant is not included,
but only graduate approvals. The current Application for MTSU Undergraduate Students to Take Graduate Work has various signature lines, one of which is for
the Chair (administrative head of a department) to approve, or they may delegate an approver such as a graduate program director, etc. One member
guestioned how the courses would be used in the undergraduate degree, leading to the question of review criteria for the College of Graduate Studies. In
addition, most majors must complete a Course Substitution Form in order to get the particular courses to count towards their degree. This proposal will allow
both undergraduate and graduate levels to approve. It will also help all students to meet federal requirements for financial aid. We must seek approval from
Admissions and Standards Committee.

Note: UAS majors must take AERO 2710 sUAS Remote
Pilot Certificate.

Program Change

Preparation for students interested in competing in a
variety of western horse show events such as trail,
pleasure, reining, cowhorse, horsemanship and
showmanship; understanding of rules, scoring,
performing, and preparing for each event. Two hours
of lecture and two hours of lab per week.

Study of concepts related to soil physical properties
and processes important for crop productivity and
environmental quality. Topics include soil water
content and energy, water infiltration, transport of
solutes, gas and heat.

An introduction to the process and reasoning behind
the human manipulation of plant and animal species
for agricultural purposes. This course will focus on
plant biotechnology, with an introduction to animal
biotechnology. Topics include plant tissue culture,
plant cell transformation, general molecular biology
techniques, and molecular marker-assisted breeding
techniques. 3 hours lecture and 2 hours lab.
