HLTH - 4020 - Biostatistics for Public Health New course
Effective Fall 2018

Introduction to the foundations of biostatistics for
Public Health. Specific topics will include
epidemiological study designs, hypothesis testing
procedures, data visualization and statistical analyses.
Emphasis will be placed on proper data collection,
usage and analyses for Public Health. Prerequisite: A
grade of C or better in MATH 1710.
